To complete the first phase each project partner conducted in-country research and audit
interviews with VET professionals and micro enterprise business owners. Project partners
Kaunas STP and INNEO collated the results of the in-country research in a Summary Research &
Audit Report. Thanks to the comprehensive research process, we have identified key learning
needs of VET professionals. These will inform the proposed CPD curriculum and support them in
their work with micro-enterprises through the use of non-traditional learning platforms.

We have identified the skills needed to help VET professionals produce media-rich mini-learning
format resources. The audit also identified the development needs of micro-enterprise owners to
ensure that they can participate fully in learning networks. In addition, we have conducted a
comprehensive audit of available skills and knowledge within the business community that might
be made available to other micro-enterprise owners through peer-to-peer learning networks.
